Instructions for Battery Replacement on Nikon ML-L1 Remote Control
Please read through all the instructions before you begin. This is especially important to help you maintain the cosmetics of your remote control unit. Do exercise a little patience when you are going through the process as the material used for the remote is not as though as the one used for our cameras.
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	Step 1:

Use a small cross head screwdriver to remove the screw. These screwdrivers are also the ones you would use for the little screws which hold the hinges together in our glasses/spectacles.

	Step 2:
Use a flat screwdriver now and start to slide into the small groove/ slot beginning from the area below the screw hole. You will notice the two black and shaded areas in the picture on the left. These are areas that you will have to “lift” the top part of the housing upwards. Move on to the one far left now. 
Do this carefully. If you do, the unit can be opened cleanly without any scratches. See top part of next picture. If you don’t you will  spoil the remote unit’s cosmetics.
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	Step 3:

Once the first side of the remote is lifted? Slide/ push the remote cover towards the other side, it will come off quite easily. 
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	Step 4:

Remove small thin wire catch and replace battery with the right side facing up. The battery used is a CR2032 which you can purpchase for USD$3.19 from Radio Shack.
